Community-based participatory research (CBPR) promotes the significant
involvement of community members in research, which helps increase the effectiveness of
specific interventions for community members. On the other side, mHealth, or mobile health
is a term associated with the daily practice of medicine and public health supported by mobile
devices such as cell phones and tablets. It is an universal trend of convergence of all patients'

information and images, data banks as source of information, academic social networks,
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specialized remote support systems and alike, as a support to the medical practice and to the

teaching of medicine.

The integration of both approachs has been proved to be effective mainly when
mHealth interventions are applied to specific population groups, and it is the main focus of

this course, bringing case studies from the experiences of the lecutrers and from the literature.

This short course provides an overview of the key opportunities, strategies, and
practical aspects of international collaboration in research.

1 - Pre-Raphaelite ‘Sisterhood’

This lesson presents an overview of the critical debates about the role of women in the
Pre-Raphaelite movement, including the new scholarship about their lives and works in the
1980s. It will also examine the different ways in which the label ‘Pre-Raphaelite’ has been

applied to these women’s works.
2 - Models and artists: Elizabeth Siddal and Jane Morris

For many years, Elizabeth Siddal and Jane Morris were known purely for their
personal relationships with Dante Gabriel Rossetti, as models for his paintings and drawings.
However, they were also talented artists in their own right, their works ranging from

watercolour paintings to embroidery designs, as this lesson will demonstrate.
3 - Christina Rossetti, Pre-Raphaelite poet

Christina Rossetti, the sister of Dante Gabriel, was one of the most distinctive poets of the
Victorian period. This lesson will consider classic poems like ‘Goblin Market’ (1862), and

how the visual and literary arts intersect in Rossetti’s writings.

4 - The photographs of Julia Margaret Cameron
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‘I longed to arrest all beauty that came before me’, wrote the photographer Julia
Margaret Cameron (the great-aunt of Virginia Woolf) in 1874. Criticised by male-dominated
Victorian photographic societies for her ‘slovenly’ technique, Cameron is now celebrated as a
pioneer of early portrait photography, much of which reflected the influence of

Pre-Raphaelite painting.
5 - Next generations: Marie Spartali Stillman and Eleanor Fortescue-Brickdale, among others

The Pre-Raphaelite artistic style underwent numerous changes from its beginning in
1848 until the end of the century. Women artists followed these changes, as will be seen in

the works under consideration in this final lesson.

"La poblacion esclava en Lima fue una pieza vital de la economia urbana, su trabajo

de jornaleros dinamiz6 la sociedad logrando la manutencion de sus amos y en reiteradas
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ocasiones lograron comprar su libertad. Es asi como, ubicados en todos los espacios de la
sociedad colonial interactuaron con la cultura dominante, en particular con los discursos
religiosos, su legislacion y el Tribunal Eclesiastico, etc. En esa linea, el siguiente trabajo
analizara las relaciones entre esclavitud y derecho colonial, tomando como punto de partida
el aporte que realiz6 Fernando de Trazegnies con su clasico trabajo, “Ciriaco de Urtecho.
Litigante por amor”, una publicacion que esta cerca de cumplir 45 afios desde su aparicion en

1981.

Esta obra desde la perspectiva de renombrados historiadores del derecho como Carlos
Ramos Nuiez (2019), se puede calificar como una de las obras que consigui6 profesionalizar
la Historia del Derecho en el Peru. Sin duda, hasta la publicacion de esta investigacion las
relaciones entre derecho y esclavitud colonial o republicana no habian sido el foco central de
algin trabajo historico o desde el derecho. Si bien existia el trabajo de Frederick Bowser su
aparicion en espanol, fue en el afio de 1977 y quizas las dificultades de la difusion impidieron
una lectura detallada por parte Fernando de Trazegnies. Por otro lado, este trabajo logré que
su abordaje e interpretacion sobre el caso de Ciriaco de Urtecho y Dionisia Masferrer abriera
una linea de investigacion y permitié que varios trabajos historicos sigan su propuesta. En esa
linea, el autor afirma que recién en la segunda mitad del siglo XVIII, “los esclavos tomaron
conciencia de la posibilidad de utilizar la via judicial para cuando menos erosionar las
condiciones de la esclavitud mediante el procedimiento de solicitar que fueran vendidos a

otros amos alegando que el presente los trataba con particular dureza™ (1981, p. 13).

En esa linea, el autor propuso la idea de un despertar juridico de la poblacion esclava
para un determinado tiempo y espacio historico, senalando que el caso era excepcional
porque no habia encontrado demandas donde un hombre libre reclamase por la libertad de su
esposa esclava. De esta forma, nuestro autor marco un derrotero que fue seguido de forma
explicita o implicita por otros historiadores, quienes relacionaron la esclavitud y derecho
colonial en determinado periodo, finales del siglo XVIII e inicios del siglo XIX. Por este
motivo, el presente trabajo busca revisitar esta propuesta, que si bien ya se ha discutido en
anteriores trabajos (Gonzales, 2015, 2019 y 2021). Esta vez también realizaremos un analisis
del proceso de la construccion social del derecho eclesiastico, no solo de las leyes, sino
principalmente, de esa interaccion entre demandados, demandantes y jueces, asumiendo la
idea de Trazegnies que, el derecho no era una concesion de la clase dominante, sino que

precisaba ser conquistado (1981, p. 79).
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Esa dindmica juridica que la podemos identificar con el proceso de indagar, cuestionar
y preguntar termina siendo el meollo del derecho colonial, las decisiones del juez, la
dialéctica juridica entre las partes y las interpretaciones de estos actores judiciales nos
permitird alejarnos de la vision tradicional del derecho. En ese punto creemos que radica el
real aporte del trabajo de Fernando de Trazegnies como historiador del derecho, desechar las
imagenes simplistas que colocan al derecho como la voluntad de una clase social dominante.
Por el contrario, es un campo de batalla fluctuante donde se miden los diversos discursos que
al mismo tiempo terminan retroalimentandose. En resumen, nos interesa el razonamiento
juridico, que entendemos no necesariamente esta vinculado al derecho positivo en este
periodo, sino a otro tipo de criterios que no siempre terminan siendo explicitos por los jueces

eclesiasticos."

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"By introducing the concept of multidirectional memory, Michael Rothberg
challenges the idea that the memory of the Holocaust necessarily overshadows other
traumatic histories, such as slavery and colonialism. Instead, he proposes a dynamic model in

which memories interact, overlap, and reshape one another in the public sphere.

This course engages critically with Rothberg’s framework, examining how it enables
us to perceive the interplay of different historical traumas within a heterogeneous and
evolving present. Rather than seeing the Holocaust’s pervasive presence as eclipsing other
memories, multidirectional memory suggests it can function as a platform for articulating
multiple forms of violence. At the same time, this interaction is not one-sided: just as the
Holocaust has facilitated the expression of other traumatic histories, its own public memory

has been reshaped by postwar events that initially seemed disconnected.

However, the concept also raises crucial sparked critical debate on ethical and
political challenges. How can we employ multidirectional memory without depoliticizing
conflicts between narratives or assuming an artificial harmony? What are the risks of
positioning different memories of suffering in relation to the Holocaust, and how do power
dynamics shape these exchanges? By grappling with these questions, the course explores
both the potential and the limits of the concept of multidirectional memory as a tool for

understanding contested pasts."

This discipline offers an introduction to the study of etymology (the derivation and
meaning of words), with a focus on the development of Portuguese and English vocabulary
from Latin and Ancient Greek. Drawing inspiration from the pedagogical approach of the
professor, the discipline will emphasize not only the historical origins of words but also the
value of systematic word-building as a tool for expanding one’s linguistic competence and

cultural understanding.

Both Portuguese and English, though distinct in their development, are deeply
indebted to Latin and Greek. Approximately ninety per cent of vocabulary in Portuguese—as
in most Romance languages—derives directly from Latin, while an estimated seventy per

cent of English words have roots in either Latin or Greek, particularly in academic, scientific,
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and technical domains. By mastering the core elements of word formation—prefixes, roots
and suffixes—students will gain the tools to decode unfamiliar terms and appreciate the

structure and meaning embedded within everyday language.

The course will cover:

. The foundations of etymological analysis: understanding word parts and their
functions.

. Greek elements: the source of much scientific and philosophical terminology.

. Latin elements: the backbone of Romance vocabulary, including Portuguese, and a

significant presence in English.

. Patterns of word formation and transformation across time and between the

Portuguese and English languages.
. The application of etymology in various academic disciplines.

Sessions are designed to be both informative and participatory. Students will engage
in guided analysis of word families, explore cross-linguistic cognates, and discuss the
historical processes—such as borrowing and semantic shift—that shaped the Portuguese and
English vocabulary we use today. The course is especially valuable for those studying
languages, literature, linguistics, translation, or any field that involves critical reading and

writing.

Original instructional materials developed or organized by the professor will
supplement the content and provide a framework for further independent learning. While no
prior knowledge of Latin or Greek is required, students are encouraged to bring a tablet,
laptop, or smartphone to access digital dictionaries and tools for real-time etymological

research.

Whether your goal is to strengthen your vocabulary, sharpen your linguistic
awareness, or simply satisfy a curiosity about how words carry meaning across cultures and

centuries, A Tale of Two Languages provides a compelling starting point.

Prisma is a translation research and practice group that presents the basis for literary
translation, and the practical tasks connected to, it to translation students from the very first
year of their academic path all the way through their graduate studies. The objective of this
paper is to introduce the group’s formation and role, as well as the products from the
translation process, dealing primarily with the strategies created to address the social
inequalities that are evident in Brazil and are reflected in the academic community. The
theoretical basis for our research group’s practice is established on the following grounds:

functionalist school, skopos theory, and polysystem theory. The group’s main role is the
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inclusion and social representativity of the students. However, it has an indirect impact on the
literary system dynamism within Even-Zohar’s Polysystem Theory through action research.
The translation process is detailed in six phases, all of them involving action, evaluation, and
reflection. After that, we present the translations that have been done so far and their impact
on the Brazilian system of translated literature. Our final considerations bring the analysis of
the translation process, the final products, and survival of what has been discussed, learned,

This course will introduce participants to the activities and outcomes associated with
the research programme Towards an Inclusive Mathematics Education. It will be organised as
a series of lectures and hands-on workshops aiming to share the results of collaborations
between researchers, teachers and students committed to constructing a school mathematics
in which classroom practices and discourses are congruent with the diverse ways that

different students sense and make sense of mathematical knowledge.

Lectures will present the theoretical framework that informs the design and analysis
of mathematical learning scenarios, as well as critiques of educational policies, curricula and
assessment practices. Differences and similarities in the approaches to teaching and learning
mathematics in the British and Brazilian contexts, particularly as concerns the inclusion of

historically marginalised learners, will be explored.
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The framework draws upon Vygotsky’s cultural-historical theory, contemporary
research from the embodied cognition field and perspectives from critical disability theory,
and course participants will have opportunities to engage with key concepts from these
perspectives and how they have been operationalised in the research programme to identify
and challenge the ableist assumptions that currently mediate our interpretations of

mathematics teaching and learning.

Workshops will address how the potential to harness digital technologies changes not
only how mathematics can be taught but also the mathematics itself. They will provide
opportunities for participants to engage with our attempts to design learning activities
fine-tuned to the bodies of all learners, with a particular emphasis on disabled and/or
neurodiverse mathematics learners. The hands-on sessions will also exemplify attempts to
document and create concrete ways of involving practising and future teachers in challenging
ableist assumptions and supporting them in hearing and enabling the voices of disabled and
neurodiverse students, whilst also recognising the constraints imposed by current power

A partir dos dados recolhidos durante o estdgio sanduiche, estamos desenvolvendo
um dos capitulos da tese em curso e a escrita de artigos, propondo realizar um estudo
comparativo entre as duas candidatas a santidade, a brasileira e a portuguesa.

Através da pesquisa bibliografica e da andlise interpretativa da referida obra,
estabelecemos uma estudo que dialoga com o conceito de necropolitica, formulado por
Achille Mbembe (2018), com o intuito de compreender como o poder atua seletivamente
sobre os corpos e territorios, perpetuando desigualdades e silenciando determinadas vozes,
especialmente daqueles que se encontram a margem dos centros de decisdo e privilégio.
Doravante, buscamos identificar as estratégias que Mudungazi se utiliza para evidenciar o
silenciamento, a exclusdo, a invisibilidade ¢ a dominag¢dao simboélica na sua manifestacao
poética, dialogando com tedricos como Mbembe (2014), Fanon (2008; 2022), Hall (2006) e

Kilomba (2019). Questdes como conflitos militares, insurgéncias, problemas de saneamento e
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consequéncias de uma governanga predatoria que instrumentaliza os recursos para beneficio

proprio, constituem alguns dos aspectos explorados na obra.

"El objeto de mi investigacion es el estudio de las formas de accion colectiva, las culturas
politicas y los conflictos sociales en la provincia de Rio Negro durante la crisis de 2001 en
Argentina. El proposito es indagar como se articularon las resistencias sociales frente al
ajuste estructural-neoliberal en la provincia norpatagdnica, prestando especial atencion a los
repertorios de protesta y a los vinculos entre el mundo del trabajo, los movimientos sociales y

la politica en un escenario de crisis.
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Las preguntas que orientan la investigacion buscan comprender coémo se expresaron y
articularon las formas de protesta social en Rio Negro durante la crisis de 2001, qué vinculos
se establecieron entre los movimientos sociales, el mundo del trabajo y las instituciones
politicas locales y provinciales, y de qué manera las transformaciones econémicas de los afios
noventa del siglo XX incidieron en la configuracion de estos conflictos y en la emergencia de

nuevos actores colectivos.

A partir de estas preguntas, los objetivos que guian el trabajo son reconstruir y analizar los
repertorios de accidon colectiva desplegados en la provincia en el marco de la crisis de 2001,
examinar las trayectorias de los actores sociales y politicos que protagonizaron estas luchas, y
contribuir a una comprension comparativa e histérica de las dindmicas de protesta y

resistencia frente al neoliberalismo en la Argentina.

En cuanto a los avances alcanzados, he realizado un relevamiento exhaustivo de fuentes
periodisticas, documentos oficiales y testimonios, que permiten sistematizar un corpus
empirico de protestas sociales en la provincia durante el periodo en estudio. Asimismo, he
avanzado en la codificacion y el andlisis de estos registros, identificando patrones de

conflictividad, repertorios de accion y procesos de articulacion entre actores.

Entre los principales puntos de discusion que se abren en esta etapa de la investigacion
destaco la necesidad de profundizar en la articulacion entre lo local y lo nacional en la
dindmica de los conflictos; el debate en torno a las continuidades y rupturas en los repertorios
de accion colectiva antes y después de 2001; y la reflexion sobre las especificidades
territoriales en el andlisis de la protesta social, con el objetivo de complejizar la mirada sobre

un proceso que suele ser abordado desde narrativas de alcance nacional.
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De este modo, la investigacion busca aportar al campo de estudios sobre la historia social y
politica reciente de la Argentina, contribuyendo a la comprensién de los modos en que las
sociedades enfrentan y resisten procesos de transformacion estructural y las crisis politicas,

econdmicas y sociales."
