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Resumo da Dissertacio:

Esta pesquisa tem como objetivo a tradugdo da Declamagdo Maior 4 (DM 4), atribuida a Quintiliano e
intitulada de Mathematicus, ou O astrologo. A DM 4 faz parte do compéndio de discursos forenses
ficticios chamado de Declamationes Maiores, sendo uma das declamagdes da cole¢do em que figuram
elementos que poderiam ser considerados fantdsticos sob certo aspecto, tais como a presenga de um
astrologo que realiza uma profecia sobre o nascimento de uma crianga, o Filho — personagem principal do
enredo — e a alegada possessdo posterior dessa personagem. Temos o objetivo inicial de analisar as
implicagdes de tais elementos no contexto da época, incluindo o didlogo da DM 4 com a obra Hercules
furens, de Séneca, e sua relagdo com a crenga divinatoria romana. Tal caminho, considerando o contexto

histérico de produgdo das DM, a fungdo melodramatica que elas adquiriram e sua importancia para o
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ensino de retorica, abordados na introdugdo, leva-nos a analise posterior do didlogo da DM 4 com a
mitologia grega e romana, da relagdo entre pais e filhos na sociedade romana, das leis romanas que
esclarecem conceitos importantes do enredo, e da argumentagdo filoséfica explorada no discurso. Além

disso, fazem parte desta pesquisa a introdugdo sobre a obra e reflexdes sobre o processo tradutdrio.

Abstract:

This research aims at translating the 4th Major Declamation (DM 4) ascribed to Quintilian, entitled as
Mathematicus, or The astrologer. The DM 4 is part of the compendium of forensic fictional speeches
called Declamationes Maiores, and is one of the declamations of the collection in which elements that
could be considered fantastic under certain aspect appear, such as the presence of the astrologer who
makes a prophecy about the birth of a child, Son — the main character of the narrative — and the alleged
posterior possession of the aforementioned character. We have the inicial objective of analyzing the
implications of these elements in the context of that time, including the dialogue of DM 4 with Hercules
furens, by Seneca, and its relation with the Roman beliefs about divination. This path, considering the
historical context of the DM’s composition, the melodramatic function they aquired and their importance
for the teaching of rhetoric, leads us to the posterior analysis of the dialogue of the DM 4 with Greek and
Roman mythology, of the relation between fathers and sons in Roman society, of Roman laws which
enlighten important concepts of the narrative, of the philosophical argumentation explored in the speech.
Furthermore, an introduction about the .DM’s composition and considerations about the translation

process are a part of this research.
