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Resumo da Tese:

A presente tese tem por objetivo analisar trés obras literdrias escritas por autores filipinos nos Estados Unidos,
de forma a apresentd-las como ferramentas de resisténcia cultural, na concepcao do autor Stephen Duncombe e
sua obra Cultural Resistance Reader (2002). Os trés livros estudados sdo: In The Country (2015), de Mia Alvar;
o romance America is Not The Heart (2015), de Elaine Castillo; o memoir The Groom Will Keep His Name
(2020), de Matt Ortile. Ao esmiucar as obras, o estudo passa por conceitos unicos do arquipélago localizado no
sudeste asiatico, tais como Utang Na Loob, balikbayan, pinoy e balikbayan box. Ainda, esta tese se debruca,
nos seus dois primeiros capitulos, sobre a rica historia do pais insular. O terceiro capitulo trata sobre imigragao,
e a imensa quantidade de filipinos que emigraram para tentar uma vida melhor em outros paises. Ha, ainda, a
proposi¢ao de uma categoria epistemologica chamada Superioridade do Expatriado, dedicada a relagdo
assimétrica entre aqueles que emigraram do pais, € aqueles que 14 permanecem. Ja o ultimo capitulo, o 4°,
trabalha a resisténcia cultural vista através de aspectos especificos das obras. A conclusao a qual o estudo chega
¢ que, sim, os livros estudados podem ser considerados ferramentas de resisténcia cultural, € os aspectos do pais
mencionados sao indicios inegdveis de uma sociedade antropologicamente rica, orgulhosa das suas origens, €
unica dentro do continente asiatico.
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Abstract:

This thesis aims to analyze three literary works written by Filipino authors in the United States, in order to
present them as tools of cultural resistance, in the conception of author Stephen Duncombe and his work
Cultural Resistance Reader (2002). The three books studied are: In The Country (2015), by Mia Alvar; the
novel America is Not The Heart (2015), by Elaine Castillo; the memoir The Groom Will Keep His Name
(2020), by Matt Ortile. By scrutinizing the works, the study goes through unique concepts from the archipelago
located in Southeast Asia, such as Utang Na Loob, balikbayan, pinoy and balikbayan box. Furthermore, this
thesis focuses, in its first two chapters, on the rich history of the island country. The third chapter deals with
immigration, and the immense number of Filipinos who emigrated to try a better life in other countries. There is
also the proposition of an epistemological category called Expatriate Superiority, dedicated to the asymmetric
relationship between those who emigrated from the country, and those who remain there. The last chapter, the
4th, works on cultural resistance seen through specific aspects of the works. The conclusion reached by the
study is that, yes, the books studied can be considered tools of cultural resistance, and the aspects of the country
mentioned are undeniable signs of an anthropologically rich society, proud of its origins, and unique within the
Asian continent.
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
