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Resumo da Tese:  

A presente tese se propõe a estudar as HQs de Marcello Quintanilha que foram publicadas entre os anos de 2009 e 

2019, com o intuito de demarcar uma poética que norteie a obra do quadrinista niteroiense e discutir as minúcias e 

particularidades da linguagem quadrinística. O corpus analítico do presente estudo é composto pelas HQs Sábado 

dos meus amores (2009), Almas públicas (2011), Tungstênio (2014), Talco de vidro (2015), Hinário nacional 

(2016), Todos os santos (2018) e Luzes de Niterói (2019). O estudo aqui empreendido se esmera em mapear a 

produção quadrinística de Quintanilha, destacando sua conexão umbilical com a ficção brasileira contemporânea e 

com a tradição realista que permeia a literatura nacional, bem como intenta discorrer sobre a forma singular com que 

o autor desenvolve suas HQs, a nível formal. Nesse sentido, abordamos os aspectos sintáticos e semânticos de seus 

Quadrinhos, em uma análise comparativa densa e que se pretende ampliar o debate crítico tal como ele está posto. 

Para a investigação aqui proposta, nos utilizaremos de uma perspectiva transdisciplinar, à luz dos pressupostos 

teóricos de especialistas de diferentes áreas das Ciências Humanas, como Adorno (2012), Agamben (2009), Barbieri

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Abstract:  

This thesis aims to study the comics of Marcello Quintanilha published between 2009 and 2019, with the objective 

of delineating a poetics that guides the work of the Niterói-born cartoonist and discussing the nuances and 

particularities of the comics language. The analytical corpus of this study consists of the following works: Sábado 

dos meus amores (2009), Almas públicas (2011), Tungstênio (2014), Talco de vidro (2015), Hinário nacional 

(2016), Todos os santos (2018), and Luzes de Niterói (2019). The present study endeavors to map Quintanilha’s 

comics production, emphasizing its intrinsic connection to contemporary Brazilian fiction and the realist tradition 

that permeates national literature. Furthermore, it seeks to examine the unique manner in which the author formally 

constructs his comics. In this regard, we address the syntactic and semantic aspects of his works through a dense 

comparative analysis, aiming to expand the critical debate as it currently stands. For the proposed investigation, we 

will employ a transdisciplinary perspective, drawing on the theoretical frameworks of scholars from various fields 

within the Humanities, such as Adorno (2012), Agamben (2009), Barbieri (2017), Barthes (1990, 2012), Beaty
